The vinegar slaw was piled on top of the pork, and the 
brioche bun had absorbed all those tasty juices…well, you get the idea.  Before this my friend 
and I tried their calamari, with a sweet/sour sauce - that was the best calamari I’ve had in ages!  
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The Bubbly Q dish of the evening, which my friend ordered, was grilled/blackened tilapia, with 
a nice corn/black bean salsa and tasty sweet potato fries.
